Important: The school gate will be closed sharp at 6:55 a.m. Students arriving late will not be permitted to enter.
4. Interaction with Teachers and the Principal

Parents are requested to respect the school protocol regarding meetings with staff.

- Classroom visits are not permitted. Parents may meet the concerned teacher in the school parlour with prior
permission from the Principal.

- Attendance at Parent-Teacher Meetings (PTMs) is essential in order to remain informed about your child’s progress.

5. Payment of School Fees

6. English Communication and Discipline in Uniform
English Language Usage

As an English-medium institution, we place strong emphasis on the development of effective communication skills in
English. Many students feel hesitant while speaking the language, which limits their ability to express ideas confidently.

We kindly request parents to support the school’s efforts by encouraging children to speak, read, and practice English at
home, thereby strengthening their fluency and self-confidence.

Uniform and Personal Cleanliness

Students are expected to maintain neatness and discipline in their appearance. Parents are requested to ensure that:
- Shoes are clean and properly polished.

- Hair is tidy and in accordance with school regulations.

- Uniforms are appropriate in size and properly maintained.

- Old, damaged, or untidy uniforms are replaced in time.

- Students maintain daily personal hygiene, including bathing before coming to school.

These habits help create a healthy, orderly, and respectful school environment.

7. Examination Structure (Session 2026-2027)

The academic year will consist of two main terms: Half-Yearly and Final Term.

Assessment components include:

- One Class Test: 10 marks
- Two Unit Tests: 20 marks each

Half-Yearly Examination

- Classes | — VIII: 70 marks

- Classes IX — Xl (Commerce, English, Hindi): 20 + 80 = 100 marks

- Classes XI & XII (Science, Home Science, Computer): 30 + 70 = 100 marks

Final Examination: 20 + 80 = 100 marks

Pre-board examinations will be conducted for Classes X and XII.

Please note that no provision will be made for early examinations, re-tests, or re-examinations.

8. Attendance Policy

Regular attendance is essential for academic success.



- Classes X & XlI: A minimum of 75% attendance is compulsory in accordance with Council regulations. Students who fail
to meet this requirement will not be permitted to appear for the Board Examination.

- All other classes: Students must maintain at least 85% attendance to qualify for promotion.
Parents are requested to ensure that their ward attends school regularly and punctually.

9. Student Conduct Guidelines

Students should bring only necessary study materials to school.

The following items are strictly prohibited within the school premises:

- Mobile phones

- Cosmetics (eyeliner, lipstick, makeup kits, etc.)

- Sharp objects

- Hair colouring or application of mehendi

The possession or use of mobile phones in school is strictly forbidden.

10. Health and Safety

If a student is unwell or undergoing medical treatment, parents must inform the school and provide the necessary
medical documentation for safety purposes.

11. Promoting Healthy Eating

Parents are encouraged to cultivate healthy eating habits by providing balanced and nutritious meals and discouraging
frequent consumption of junk food.

12. New Education Policy (NEP) Initiatives
